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Making an Autism Referral






Procedure for making a referral to the AIT when a student is suspected of having Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) [requesting a screening]
1. Teacher(s) brings concern to assigned Building School Psychologist
a. Submit AIT Screening Referral consisting of:
i. AIT Screening Referral Form (available online under Forms tab)
ii. ABC Checklist from ASIEP-3 Screening Kit (available at BCSS/from school psych)
1. If not identified/not receiving Sp. Ed. Services:
a. Documentation of 2 SIT Meetings
b. Most recent FBA (if applicable)
2. If identified/receiving Sp. Ed. Services under an exceptionality other than AM:
a. Most recent IEP, Progress Report, Evaluation/Reevaluation, 
b. Documentation of 2 Staffing notes
c. Most recent Behavior Plan (if applicable)
d. Most recent FBA (if applicable)
2. Submit contents to AIT team:  Attn: AIT Team @ BCSS

Procedure for making a referral to the AIT when a student is identified on the spectrum and the SIT team or IEP team is needing assistance in educational planning:  [consultation] 
1. Teacher(s) brings concern to assigned Building School Psychologist
a. Submit AIT Consultation Referral (Consisting of):
i. AIT Consultation Referral Form (available online under Forms tab)
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]If not receiving Sp. Ed. Services:
a. Documentation of 2 SIT Meetings 
b. Most recent FBA (if applicable)
c. Documentation of ASD diagnosis
2. If identified/receiving Sp. Ed. Services under either than AM or LD, ED, OHI, ID, MD exceptionality:
a. Most recent IEP, Progress Report, Evaluation/Reevaluation
b. Documentation of 2 Staffing Notes
c. Most recent Behavior Plan (if applicable)
d. Most recent FBA (if applicable)
e. Most recent CAPS (if available)
f. Documentation of ASD diagnosis
